• Our evening courses are held in downtown Chicago on the Water Tower campus from 6-9pm. 

• Our Saturday morning courses are held in two locations: downtown Chicago on the Water Tower campus and at 
the Cuneo Mansion & Gardens in Vernon Hills. These courses are blended, consisting of 4 face-to-face meetings 
on alternating Saturdays and 4 asynchronous online elements 

• Fully online classes can consist of synchronous and asynchronous sessions. Synchronous courses meet live 
online at a designated date and time with teachers presenting via video or audio and students participating either 
via chat or audio. Asynchronous means there is independent coursework to complete within a certain time frame 
but students are not required to be online at a specific day or time.
